systems do not yet recognize our name as it has recently changed from Timilick
to Schaffer’s Mill. From 1-80 take the 267 exit and head east/southeast towards
Northstar and Lake Tahoe. At the corner of 267 and Schaffer Mill Road turn
right and proceed 2 miles, the community entrance will be on the right.
Gatehouse personnel will direct you to the clubhouse.

Attire Policy
Proper golf attire is required for all players, and is defined as the following:

Men: Shirts must be tucked and have collars (soft, hard, or mock) and sleeves; camp (Tommy Bahama)
shirts may be worn un-tucked if properly pressed. Slacks or Bermuda shorts of mid-thigh length are
considered appropriate attire. Tank tops, tee shirts, mesh shirts, sweat pants, warm-up suits, blue jeans,
denim, non-pressed cargo shorts, swim wear, short shorts, cutoffs, gym shorts, tennis outfits or other
athletic gear is not permitted.

Women: Dresses, skirts, slacks, mid-length shorts and blouses are considered appropriate attire. Halter
tops, tee shirts, cut-offs, sweat pants, warm-up suits, blue jeans, denim of any color, swim wear, tennis
dresses, short shorts or other athletic shorts are not permitted.

Golf Shoes: Appropriate golf shoes are required for all golfers. Shoes with metal spikes and football,
soccer or other large, knobby spike shoes are prohibited on Club grounds. Shoes with “soft spikes” or
spikeless shoes may be worn. Tennis shoes or other soft sole shoes are subject to the approval of the golf
professional on duty.

Course Information

The Schaffer’s Mill Club, formerly Timilick, is the “#1 Best New Private Course in California” as
ranked by Golfweek Magazine in 2009. The course weaves through the pines as if painted with an artist's
brush. The masterstrokes of the celebrated design team of Johnny Miller and John Harbottle created
Schaffer’s Mill with two distinct nine-hole experiences. The front nine, or Meadow nine, ambles through
firs, spruce and pine trees at the base of a ridge. The back nine, or the Mountain nine, has elevation
changes of up to 400 feet, with magnificent views of the Martis Valley, Lookout Mountain and the
Carson Range.
